Highlights of Voyager 9.1
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A Brief Overview of Authority Loader 

Overview of changes

ÅGDC-based

ÅPre-load filtering

ÅMatch point uses existing Duplicate Detection

ÅAutomatically load new (unmatched) authorities

ÅOptions for merging exact matches

ÅWhen multiple records found that match incoming record, 
options for choosing èbesté of those records

ÅDeletes records in database automatically

ÅSome files will require manual review and handling
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Authority Loader Workflows in GDC

ÅAll workflows 
based in GDC 
client

ÅDoes not require 
server access
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Suppress Serials Checkin in MARC Export

ÅMotivation: MARC Export is adding 86x tags for serials 
checkin data when customers use GDC

ÅSolution: Provide an option to suppress the tags for serials 
checkin data in MARC Export/GDC

ÅOption is available in MARC Export command line and 
WebAdmin, and used in GDC

ÅNew äD parameter on MARC Export command-line

ÅNew check box for MARC Export in WebAdmin

ÅUsed only when exporting Holdings or Bib-MFHD record groups

ÅExisting 86x fields in the MFHD records will not be affected

ÅUsed by default in GDC
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Consistently Log Deleted Records

ÅMotivation: Customers have trouble finding holdings 
records deleted by Bulk Import

ÅSolution:  Change where deleted records are logged to 
be consistent across functionality
ÅThe following record types are affected

ÅMFHDs deleted by Bulk Import

ÅAuthority records to be deleted

ÅCancelled bibs
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Consistently Log Deleted Records

ÅThe details: Log the records previously sent to 
delete.imp.* in different files

ÅMFHD records deleted by Bulk Import are logged in the 
deleted.mfhd.marc log file

ÅCreate delete.auth.imp.* and delete.bib.imp.* instead of  
delete.imp.*

ÅLog authorities to be deleted in delete.auth.imp.*

ÅLog cancelled bib records in delete.bib.imp.* 

ÅNew files are always created, even if they are empty
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Add RDA to the Quality Hierarchy

ÅMotivation: Libraries want to designate RDA records as 
higher quality records when performing duplicate 
detection

ÅSolution: Add 040 $e (description conventions) to the 
quality hierarchy logic so that RDA can be used to 
indicate a quality record
ÅWe specifically care about the value ærdaç, although other 

valid codes can be used in 040 $e
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Setting up the Quality Hierarchy

ÅBib Duplicate Detection
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Copy Rules in GDC

ÅMotivation: Make it easier to set up new rules in GDC

ÅSolution: Provide an option to copy GDC rules to make 
new ones
ÅCan copy:

ÅData Change Rule Sets

ÅData Change Rule Set Groups

ÅScan Rule Sets

ÅScan Rule Set Groups
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Copy Rules in GDC: Rule Sets/Rule Set Groups
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Bursar Transfer by Fine/Fee Type

ÅMotivation: Libraries want to transfer some of the fines 
and fees to the bursar, but not all fines and fees

ÅSolution: Add an option to transfer fines and fees by 
fine/fee type to bursar 
ÅOption exists on Pbursar(command line) and Bursar Transfer 

via WebAdmin
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Extended Fund Allocation by Specific Amount

ÅMotivation: Extended fund allocation by percent makes 
it difficult to allocate an exact amount, such as an end-
of-year balance

ÅSolution: Add options to split purchases across funds 
by allocating specific amounts
ÅInitial default is still percentage

ÅA line item can only be split using one method

ÅUsers need to be alerted of price changes since specific 
amounts need to be adjusted
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Extended Fund Allocation by Specific Amount

ÅCurrent behavior remains in place
ÅInitial fund allocation set to 100% / total cost of item

ÅNeed to decrease the cost coverage on initial fund

ÅAt that point, the user can select percentage or specific amount

ÅPrepays remain percentage-based
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Search by Patron ID in Circulation

ÅMotivation: Library staff sometimes need to search for 
patrons and want to use the patron ID

ÅSolution: Add a search by Patron ID option in 
Circulation
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Add Copy Numbers to Overdue Notices

ÅMotivation: Library staff want copy numbers to appear 
on overdue notices 

ÅSolution: Add copy number to printed and emailed 
overdue notices produced by Voyager
ÅRequired a SIF change for Circulation and Media notices

ÅArchived Circ or Media notices created on earlier 
versions of Voyager will not work with the Reporter 
module in version 9.1 
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Add Item Due Date Field to Fine/Fee Notice

ÅMotivation: Library staff want due dates to appear on 
fines and fees notices and statements

ÅSolution: Add æDue Dateç and æDue Date When Finedç 
to printed and emailed fines and fees notices and 
statements produced by Voyager
ÅRequired a SIF change for Circulation notices

ÅArchived Circ notices created on earlier versions of 
Voyager will not work with the Reporter module in 
version 9.1
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
